The side sections of the bumper and the bumper
guards are made from easily deformable foam for
protection of pedestrians and bicyclists.

The side sections are fastened to the bumper and
inserted in a bracket mounted to the fender which
will guide the side sections if the bumper shocks
are compressed.

In the front and rear of the vehicle, black plastic
foam covers are attached in order to cover the
gap between body and bumper.

The three-part covering on model 107, which has
been attached to the rear bumper in the past, has
now been correspondingly modified and is at-
tached to the rear fenders and the rear body mid-
Model 107 section.
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
