Adjustment

1 Tilt headrest completely forward.

2 Tighten or loosen hexagon bolt on left and right-
hand side through lower slots of headrest, using
10 mm open-end wrench.

3 Tighten or loosen both bolts uniformly so that
headrest can be moved with little effort.

Note: If the adjusting bolts on the headrest have
come loose, coat them with bolt locking compound
.,Loctite Produkt 241" and screw them in again.
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Since October 1973 these bolts have been coated in Fig. 1
production with micro-capsuled adhesive.
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
